SPOT ADMISSION POLICY 

In view of the availability of vacant seats in various Major subjects after completion of the 

regular admission process up to Round-II through the SAMARTH Portal, and considering the 

interest of eligible students seeking admission, the following Spot Admission Policy is hereby 

adopted for admission to the First Semester of the Four-Year Undergraduate Programme 

(FYUGP) in Arts and Science streams for the academic session 2026–27. 

Vacant Seats Available for Spot Admission

1. Availability of Seats 

Spot Admission shall be conducted only against the vacant seats available in the respective 

Major subjects as notified by the College. 

2. Eligibility Criteria 

A candidate shall be eligible for Spot Admission subject to fulfilment of the following 

conditions: 

1. The candidate must have passed the Higher Secondary (10+2) Examination or an 

equivalent examination from a recognized Board/Council. 

2. The candidate must satisfy all eligibility conditions prescribed by the affiliating 

University, the Government of Assam, and other competent authorities for admission 

into FYUGP. 

3. The candidate must be registered in the Assam State Higher Education Admission 

Portal (SAMARTH). 

4. For admission into a Major subject, the candidate must have passed the concerned 

Major subject or its equivalent in the qualifying examination, wherever applicable. 

5. The candidate must have passed both the proposed Major and Minor subjects selected 

at the time of admission. 

3. Admission Procedure 

1. Spot Admission shall be conducted from 15 June 2026 to 17 June 2026 during college 

working hours. 

2. Only candidates registered in the SAMARTH Portal shall be considered for Spot 

Admission. 

3. Admission shall be granted strictly on a First-Come, First-Served basis among 

eligible candidates. 

4. Candidates must report physically before the Admission Committee and complete all 

admission formalities during the notified admission period. 

5. Admission shall be confirmed only after verification of eligibility, availability of seats, 

and payment of the prescribed admission fees. 

6. Once all seats in a particular Major subject are filled, no further claim for admission in 

that subject shall be entertained. 



 
4. Seat Allocation 

1. Admission shall be granted only against the vacant seats available in the concerned 

department. 

2. Seats shall be allotted strictly in the order of reporting and completion of admission 

formalities. 

3. No candidate shall have any right or claim for admission in a Major subject where no 

vacancy exists. 

4. The College reserves the right to close admission in any department immediately after 

the available seats are filled. 

5. Documents Required 

Candidates shall produce the following documents at the time of Spot Admission: 

1. HSLC Admit Card and Certificate. 

2. Higher Secondary Mark Sheet and Certificate. 

3. Printout of SAMARTH Registration/Application Form. 

4. Aadhaar Card. 

5. Ration Card (if fee waiver scheme claimed).  

6. Bank Passbook.  

7. Caste Certificate, if applicable. 

8. Two copy recent passport-size photographs. 

9. Any other document required by the College, University, or Government. 

All applicants must bring original documents for verification at the time of Spot 

Admission along with self-attested photocopies. Failure to produce the required original 

documents may result in denial of admission. 

6. Compliance with SAMARTH Portal 

All Spot Admissions shall be processed in accordance with the guidelines of the SAMARTH 

Portal, the Government of Assam, the affiliating University, and other competent authorities. 

Candidates not registered in the SAMARTH Portal shall not be considered for admission. 

7. Authority for Interpretation 



 
The Principal, B.B.K. College, shall be the final authority for interpretation of this Policy and 

for resolving any issue arising during the Spot Admission process. The decision of the Principal 

shall be final and binding on all applicants. 

8. General Provision 

The College reserves the right to modify, amend, relax, or cancel any provision of this Policy 

in conformity with the directions issued by the Government of Assam, the affiliating 

University, or any other competent authority. 

 

Resolution 

Resolved that Spot Admission for FYUGP (Arts & Science), Session 2026–27, shall be 

conducted from 15 June 2026 to 17 June 2026 against the vacant seats remaining after 

completion of the regular admission process up to Round-II through the SAMARTH Portal. 

Admission shall be granted strictly on a First-Come, First-Served basis among eligible 

candidates registered in the SAMARTH Portal until all available seats are filled.
